MATHS NOTES

Now looking at the areas of 4 sided shapes:-

List on white board:-
square, rectangle, rhombus, parallelogram, kite, trapezium.

Now to find the area of the above shapes.

Square of 4cm = 4 x 4 = 16cm squared

Rectangle of 4cm by 6cm = 4 x 6 = 24cm squared

Parallelogram is same as rectangle.

Rhombus and kite  = ½ (length of 1st diagonal x length of 2nd diagonal)

Trapezuim = divide into 2 triangles and work out.

Remember the area of a triangle = base x height
